5.	Department Reports

City Clerk/Manager Tina Monaghan reviewed her report which included information and updates about the upcoming work session, the positive state of the City's finances along with a copy of the Report of Revenues and Expenditures, the progress of work done in preparation for the Marble Festival Tours, and a summary of the goings on of the Maintenance and Sanitation Departments.  She also reviewed with the Council the upcoming training opportunities that she will be taking part in.

6.	Unfinished Business

a.  Discuss last minute detail of the Marble Festival Tours and the Museum. - City Manager Monaghan gave the Council an update of the progress on preparations for the Marble Festival Tours including pressure washing of City Hall and painting of trim, doors and decks.  She also asked for volunteers if anyone was interested.  There was a signup sheet on the front counter.

b.  Discuss and vote on a service provider for City cell phones. - The research pertaining to cell phone providers was presented and narrowed down to AT&T and Verizon. 7.	New Business

a.  Vote to renew the E911 Communications Public Safety Memorandum of Understanding with Cherokee County. - City Manager Monaghan reviewed the agreement with the Council.  This is not a new agreement but rather a renewal of one that was already in place between the City of Nelson and Cherokee County.  City Attorney Rusbridge confirmed that he had reviewed the document and found it satisfactory to be voted upon at the meeting.

Mrs. Riehl made a motion to renew the E911 Communications Public Safety Memorandum of Understanding with Cherokee County with a second by Mr. Hamby.  Vote unanimous.

b.  Discuss and if necessary, vote to approve the revised Complaint Form for use by residents of the City. - After some discussion with residents, City Manager Monaghan thought it would be wise to revise the Complaint Form so that residents would have a uniform way to file complaints with the City.  She reviewed past forms with the Council as well as a revised one which is more uniform with current forms utilized by the City. 

Mr. Hamby made a motion to approve the revised Complaint Form for use by residents of the City with a second by Mrs. Riehl.  Vote unanimous.
